BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

 DR. RENEE CAMPBELL MAPP   


Dr. Campbell Mapp was the first director of a transitional housing program in Louisville/Jefferson County, which was one of seven pilot transitional housing programs nationally. Dr. Campbell Mapp received local, state, and national recognition as Director of that program.


Dr. Campbell Mapp has participated in several National and International Conferences.  During the year 2001, she was appointed by the Bishop of the Kentucky Conference United Methodist Church as a delegate to the 18th World Methodist Conference in Brighton, England.  Dr. Campbell Mapp was a speaker at the April 2-6, 2002 National Association of Black Social Worker's Conference that was held in Albuquerque, New Mexico.  Her presentation topic was "Black Administrators in Human Services-Implementing African Centered Policies and Programs for Children, Youth and Families".   Dr. Campbell Mapp was also a speaker at the October, 2002 Center for Non-Profit Excellence Conference and co-facilitated a workshop on "Collaborations and Partnerships".   Dr. Campbell Mapp participated in the National Council of Negro Women’s Conference in March, 1999 as a Resource Person; presented at Kentucky State University’s 1st Annual Domestic and Family Violence Conference in October 1999. Dr. Campbell Mapp is an Independent Family and Domestic Violence Training provider through the Governors’ Council on Domestic Violence.  Dr. Campbell Mapp is an independent consultant specializing in family and domestic violence. In her spare time she is a motivational speaker, provides training in assertive behavior, family and domestic violence and abuse, communication skills for leaders, board strategic planning, and other topics as requested.


Dr. Campbell Mapp presented a seminar on Prevention, Intervention and Assessment of Family Domestic Violence and Abuse at a National Summit held in Washington, DC.  She also participated in the National Fannie Mae Round Table discussion on policies affecting services to the homeless in Washington, DC, and has presented at numerous conferences and seminars including the National Alliance to End Homelessness Conference held in Anaheim, California Women’s’ Mental Health and Alcohol Conference held in Clearwater Beach, Florida and the International National Parent to Parent Conference held in Columbus, Ohio.

Dr. Campbell Mapp serves on numerous Boards of Directors which include the following: Kentucky Mental Health Association, Center for Non-Profit Excellence Board of Directors, Louisville Clothesline Project Founding Member and Steering Committee; and the Mary Byron Foundation Board of Directors.  Dr. Campbell Mapp became the originator, producer and journalist of the "Ask Dr. Campbell Mapp Show".  The purpose of the show was to assist people in the community to obtain accurate information about current life issues.
 
Most recently she traveled to African and obtained information about the situation of the people in Northern Ghana.  She visited non-governmental organizations, government officials, villages and other stakeholders to discuss and assess poverty rates, disease and illiteracy, and other issues such as family domestic violence and abuse.   She spearheaded and Implemented fundraising initiatives to provide individuals with seed money to start small businesses, raised money for school uniforms and  supplies for needed children.  She initiated the development of the Tolon Campbell Primary School Building Initiative and began raising money for it.  She initiated the Tolon Girls Growth and Development Building Project and is presently fundraising for that project.     


She developed a partnership with the Girls Growth and Development Project, a local community based Non-Governmental Organization in the Northern Region of Ghana, West Africa and provided remarks during two graduating classes of the Girls Growth and Development Project. She also spearheaded and implemented an initiative to assist disadvantaged women start their own business while initiating a International partnership between a social services program in Ghana and in Louisville, KY.  She is presently organizing an exchange program between the University of Development Studies and a University in Kentucky to help address the challenges of the educational system in deprived communities in Ghana, West Africa.    


She also coordinated, developed and presented a seminar on family domestic violence and abuse and was interviewed on a radio show in Accra, Ghana that addressed issued related to family violence.  She was made a Chief by the Regent of the Tolon Traditional Area in Ghana as Malti Naa.


Dr. Campbell Mapp is especially concerned with issues that negatively impact the family and community locally and abroad and is looking forward to learning from and assisting people in especially Ghana, in the Northern Region.  Dr. Campbell considers herself a very spiritual person that believes that individuals who consider themselves successful have a responsibility to “reach back and help someone else along the way.”
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
